“‘ Elre Department Continues to IMpProve by Trustee phil Panzarelia

I'd like to start this article by thanking you for the passage in
May of the fire levy. Counting our last fire levy, this means
that there will be no increase in fire millage over a time span of
nine years. It gives the township the stability it needs to
continue to improve your fire service. An example of this
improvement is that coverage, with scheduled firefighters at
the station, has already been expanded to include both
weekends and holiday daytime coverage. Other time periods
are covered by call-in, automatic response and mutual aid
agreements.  Additionally, funds are being put aside to
purchase an additional tanker/pumper and overhaul our 1995
tanker/pumper. Both of these activities will be accomplished in
the next three to four years. This strategy will assure that we
will have the ability to supply water for fighting fires in the more
rural areas of our township well into the future. We will
accomplish this through careful budgeting and execution.

It should be noted, that the agreement with the County, that
provides 24/7 EMS coverage at our Fire Station, was recently
altered to accommodate an additional vehicle (EMS, stretcher
equipped “Gator”). The “Gator” will be used to take care of
injuries on the mountain bike trail and other inaccessible areas
in Alum Creek State Park, a large percentage of which is in our
Township. The County has also located, with the approval of
your Board of Trustees, a County Emergency (9-1-1)
communication vehicle in the Fire Station. At the same time
the County has agreed to an increase in the annual fee paid to
the Township under our ten year space lease agreement.
