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Smoke alarms save lives… Do you have the right one?  Steve Arnold, CFSI                                                                                                     

One of the best ways to protect 
yourself and family from a house fire is 
by having working smoke detectors in 
your home.  Where should your smoke 
detectors be located in a home?  
Install your smoke detectors on each 
level of your home and sleeping areas.  
Sleep with your door closed and 
change your batteries in the Spring and 
Fall when you change your clocks. 

Do you have the correct smoke 
detector?   Research has shown 
evidence that possibly ionization-type 
detectors are ineffective in smoldering 
type fires, the most common cause of 
fatalities in home fires.   What could be 
a better option?   A study at Texas 
A&M concluded that the probability of 
a photoelectric detector failing to 
detect a smoldering fire is 4%, while 
the ionization detector provided close 
to 56% probability of failure in the 
same fire condition.  

So what’s the performance difference 
of these two detector types when 
activated?  Ionization smoke alarms 
contain a small amount of radioactive 
material and establish a small electric 
current between two metal plates.    

 

When the current is disrupted by 
smoke, the alarm sounds.  This older 
technology is typically more responsive 
to a flaming fire, such as a kitchen pan 
fire, but it is also more susceptible to 
nuisance alarms from bathroom 
humidity or cooking vapors when 
placed within 20 feet of these areas. 

Photoelectric smoke alarms contain a 
light source and a light-sensitive electric 
cell.  Smoke entering the detector 
deflects light into the light-sensitive 
electric cell, activating the alarm.  These 
alarms have shown to be more sensitive 
to the large particles given off during 
smoldering fires. 

So now you’re confused.   What should 
you do?  Each of you must decide which 
level of protection you want in your 
home.  I believe it’s clear, given the 
research at this time photoelectric 
alarms give us the early warning needed 
to survive the toxic gases of a 
smoldering fire.  They cost a little more 
than the ionization detector, but are 
now available at local hardware and 
home improvement stores.  Another 
option is having the combination 
photoelectric and ionization smoke 
alarm detectors in your home.

Then 
you may be better able to choose the 
detector best for your home.
